                      Dear Hart Lot residents,

                      During the last few weeks the Hart Lot Water District has seen the largest

                      infrastructure upgrade in the district’s history.  Thank you to all the residents

                      for your patience and understanding during the construction.

                      A new transmission line starting at Gorham and Jordan Roads intersection

                      is now in place and Skaneateles Lake water is being provided through the 

                      Village of Elbridge water system (except for three houses on Masters Road

                      that are still connected to the Town of Skaneateles water system).  Also,

                      the water line on the section of Jordan Road along the railroad tracks run-

                      ning west to the Hamilton Road and Jordan Road intersection was replaced.

                      The water line under the railroad tracks at Jordan Road and Hart Lot St. was

                      replaced.  Five hundred fifty feet of water line running from the Jordan Road/

                      Hart Lot St. intersection going east on Hart Lot St. was replaced.  Three old

                      fire hydrants were replaced with new ones and three additional fire hydrants

                      were installed for extra fire protection.

                      The $368,000 project costs were funded by three grants the town was able to

                      secure for the district.  The local share of the project costs was just over

                      $20,000.

                      When funds become available the old 4-inch water line on the east end of

                      Hart Lot St. (approx. 500 feet) will be replaced along with placement of a

                      new fire hydrant.

                      The water district will be administered by the Village of Elbridge through an

                      intermunicipal agreement with the Town.  The water bills will be sent out by

                      the Village and payable by mail or at the Village Clerk’s office on W. Main 

                      St. (Rt. 5),  Elbridge.  All water repairs will be handled by the village water

                      department with help from the Village of Jordan water department.

                      The new water rates starting with the next billing are as follows:

                                $26.21 for the first 7000 gallons per residential living unit

                                    $2.62 for every 1000 gallons over the minimum

                      Because of Federal water regulations, a new UV filtration facility has been

                      constructed on Kingston Road by the Villages of Jordan & Elbridge and all 

                      water customers in the town and villages are billed quarterly as follows to

                      pay for the construction costs.

          $8.00 per residential living unit

                                    $.50 (50 cents) per 1000 gallons of water used

                  These charges will also be included on your water bill.

                  Please note: the current water rates are $40 for the first 5000 gallons and

                  $3.98 for each 1000 gallons over the minimum.

                  Two changes regarding water billing:  1) bills will be sent out quarterly 

                  and are to be paid within 30 days.  If not paid within 30 days, a second 

                  bill with a penalty added will be sent out and must be paid within 30 days.

                  If not paid, a water shutoff notice will be sent.  If the water is shut off there

                  is a turnon fee of $200 plus back water fees and penalties.  2) a single-family

                  home will be charged as a single unit, a 2-family will be charged two units,

                  3-unit apartment building charged 3 units, and four-apartment building charged

                  4 units and so on.

                  This project has met four important goals:

                        1 -  a lower water rate

                        2 -  much-needed water line replacements and additional fire hydrants

                        3 -  lower and safer water pressure for the water customers, for the district

                              water lines and for the firefighters when using the fire hydrants.

                        4 -  lower tax rate for operating the water district.
